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General Missionary Society History

The Missionary Society is the oldest organization of the First
Missionary Baptist Church, which originated while the church was on
Steele Street during the pastorate of the Reverend C. N. Perry. His
wife, Sister Perry, organized what was then called a Mission Board with
Sister Mary Turner as president. Among the other members were
Sisters Sylvia McDonald, Octavia Jones, and Sarah Outlaw. When
Sister Turner left the city, the organization experienced a period of
inactivity. However, in 1931, during the pastorate of Reverend A. J.
James, the organization became active again. After reorganization, the
officers of the group included Sister F. L. Swoope, president; Sister
Roberta Eldridge, vice president; Sister Sarah Outlaw, secretary:
Sister Kate Hunter, treasurer; and Sister Lina Lowe, chaplain.

In 1941, when Reverend Oscar Tucker became pastor, Sister
Sarah Outlaw was elected as president of the organization. Sometime
between 1941 and 1949, Reverend Tucker organized the Society into
the following departments: the Sunbeam Band, the Red Circle,
Crusaders, the Y.W.A. and the Matrons. At this time many members
worked hard with the youth, encouraging bible study, and promoting
the development of talents, and leadership potential.

After continued activity during the pastorates of the Reverends
Matthews and Drew, the Missionary Society grew extensively under
the pastorate of the Reverend H. P. Snodgrass (1949 - 1973). During
the early 1950's, the organization, continuing under the leadership of
Sister Sara Outlaw, was divided into circles, only two at first? the
Northwest Circle with Sister Katie Powers as president and the East
Circle with Sister Mae B. Teague as president. In 1957 when Sister
Outlaw's health failed and she had to move to Nashville, Sister Swoope
returned to the presidency.
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Sister Swoope expanded the circle plan so that members would
not have to travel so far to meetings. The following circles were
organized: The Northeast circle; the Northwest circle; the Southeast
circle; the Matrons; and the H. P. Snodgrass circle. The youth
organizations included the Baptist Young Women, the Junior and Senior
Red Circles, the Sunbeam Band, and the Crusaders. In 1978, Sister
Rosetta James followed Sister Swoope as president of the Missionary
Society. Under her leadership the organization continued to be active
in carrying out its mission objectives.

Today, the General Missionary Society is composed of four
circles and the Brotherhood Organization. The circles include
Dayspring, Circles 1, 2, & 3 (these replaced the Northeast, Northwest,
and Southeast circles respectively). The General Missionary Society
strives to be an essential growing ministry of the church. First
Missionary Baptist Church locations, clockwise from top left: Old
House on West Clinton Street; Steele Street Church location; Church
Street location (Downtown Huntsville); current Blue Spring Road
location.

= First Missionary Baptist Brotherhood Organization was
organized on November 12, 1952, under the
administration of the late Reverend H. P. Snodgrass. The
Brotherhood Organization was formed as an outgrowth of
a heed for a greater level of fellowship, service, and
participation in church related activities by the men of
the church.

= The Brotherhood organization presently consists of all
the men of the church. They are a part of the General
Missionary Society, and they meet on the first Friday of
each month at 6:00 p.m. in the Old Fellowship Hall. These
meetings begin with Bible Study, followed by a business
meeting and fellowship meal.

» The Brotherhood organization also offers the men of the
church a forum to present ideas and proposal that they
feel will be beneficial to either the church or community.
The Brotherhood organization has had a host of
outstanding professional facilitators who presented topic
of concerns o the men of the church in modern day era.

o History:

= In 1969 under the pastorate of Reverend H. P. Snodgrass
and the leadership of Sister Francis Swoope, the
Missionary Society was divided into four circles
representing the four directions: North, South, East, and
West. The North circle became known as Circle 1. When
Circle 1 was formed there were four members there.
Sisters Thelma Fuqua, Georgia McCloud, Rose Blackburn,
and Dorothy Bowen. Sister Thelma Fuqua was elected
chairperson and faithfully served until 1991.

= Sister Eleanor Batts was elected chairperson in 1991 and
served for two years. Sister Mozell Roper, who assumed
office in 1991, served until January of 1993. Over the
past 24 years, Circle 1 has grown from 4 to 75 members.
This growth is credited to a sincere spirit of love and
concern for the good of all. The circle meets on Tuesdays
following the first and third Sundays at 7:00 p.m.

» Circle #1's theme is "Serving One Another”. This theme
is demonstrated in the various mission activities in which
the members engage throughout the year. It's current
activities are 1) quarterly home visits to homebound
circle members and members of the general church
congregation, 2) providing Easter eggs to patients at two
local nursing home, 3) providing lunch (once a year) for
the people served by the Aquarius Club of Huntsville, 4)
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Thanksgiving fruit basket for sick and shut-in circle
members, 5) Christmas stockings for needy children
(sponsored by Christmas Charities), and 6) the Unity
Breakfast (the idea for this fellowship was conceived by
Sister Bessie Jones and was hosted in her home). On a
continuous basis the circle responds to the needs of not
only its members but the general church congregation.

Early in the 1990s, Circle #1 established a Bible Drill
Team, under the leadership of Minister Priscilla
Montgomery. Youth met reqularly fo practice and commit
to memory bible verses. They competed in competition,
won various prizes, as well as scholarships were awarded
at the end of the school year to the winner(s) of the
Bible Drill Team Bowl.

o History:

= Circle 2 was organized in the early sixties by Sister
Frances Swoope under the pastorate of Reverend H. P.
Snodgrass. The first chairperson was Mrs. Flauzell
Binford. During this time the circle met at the members'
home every Monday and the lessons were taken from the
book entitled, "The Worker". Some of the projects
during this time included visiting the sick and shut-in
(homes, hospitals, and nursing homes); and providing care
packages, fresh fruits, and pastries for nursing home
patients. Meals on Wheels were also provided to shut-ins
as a project of the circle. A yearly Friendship Tea was
held to provide funds for various projects.

= Today the circle consists of a diversified group of 57
women-young, married, single, and retired. One of the
many projects of the circle is the Downtown Rescue
Mission. Each quarter of the year, the members provide
soap, shampoo, lotion, foothbrushes, toothpaste and
other toiletries as well as sheets, towels and blankets for
the mission.

= Since the organization of Circle 2, there have been six
chairpersons including the present one. The circle now
meets on the first and third Monday of each at 7:00 p.m.
in the fellowship hall of the church.
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= Tnexemplifying mission in action, circle 2 lovingly
extends a helping hand to make life a little more
meaningful for others. Love was not put in your heart to
stay, for is not love until you give it away. “...Inasmuch as
you have done it unto one of the least of these my
brethren, ye have done it unto me.”

= In 1941, when the Missionary Society of First Missionary
Baptist Church was first organized, Mission Circles were
divided into geographic regions within the city;
Northwest, Northeast and Southeast. Today, Circle 3
represents what was originally described as the
Southeast Circle.

= (Circle 3 is a group of dedicated women who meet the
third Tuesday of each month. It was organized over 30
years ago. Circle 3 participated in various activities that
are sponsored by the General Missionary Society. The
circle has adopted a family with eight boys ranging in age
from 7 years to 16 years of age. We fellowship with the
family no less than twice a year in the form of a picnic or
a hight of fun and games at the church. School supplies
are provided each school year for the boys. And
invitation is extended to the family when the church has
its annual revival and Vacation Bible School. Other
activities that the circle is involved in are, 1) stuffing
envelopes for the mustard Seed Ministry once a month,
2) Visit local nursing home and sick or shut-in members
each month.
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Circle 3 aim is to become like Christ and to lead others to
become like Christ. This is accomplished through studying
His word, through fellowship with the saint and through
prayer. Thus, producing a sacrificial involvement whereby
life is lived in the role of a servant.

o On-6oing Projects:

The circle adopted a family with eight boys ranging in age
from 7 years to 16 years of age. Fellowship with the
family was in the form of a picnic twice a year on church
grounds; School supplies were provided each year.
Circle 3 members gathered monthly for many years to
stuff envelopes for the Mustard Seed Ministry
e Circle 3 has adopted two nursing facilities. We visit
each facility on holidays to sing and fellowship with
residents.

= Dayspring remains small in size but big in heart. The
circle supports the Joint Mission in its Aquarius Club
projects and its Meadow Hills Christmas project.
Additionally, Dayspring spreads a greeting card ministry
quarterly.

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A Brief History of Former Missionary Circles
(No Longer Meeting):

Matron:

The Matron circle was organized at First Baptist in
1951 during the pastorate of the Reverend H. P. Snodgrass.
Sister Sarah B. Outlaw was president of the Missionary
Society, at the time and Sister Eva B. Burns served as the
first president of the Matron Circle. Sister Ninell Gurley
was the first secretary and Sister Julia Toney served as
the first advisor to the group. During the first year of the
organization over 20 people became members.

Today the circle has over 45 members and function to
carry out the following objectives: To train women in 1)
systematic Bible Study, 2) daily prayer, 3) mission
responsibilities, and 4) Christian service.

Since 1951, the Matrons have served the church and
Huntsville community in many ways. Mission project ranging
from giving gifts to the elderly at nursing home, working
with pre-teens and teens in building self-esteem, witnessing
to the unsaved, and assisting the General Missionary
Society with projects-continue to be the focal point of the
circle. Regular meetings of the circle are twice a month at
7:00 p.m. on the first and third Tuesday at the church.
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Snodgrass-Parker:

The Snodgrass-Parker circle was organized by Sister
Mary B. Parker. This circle was established in 1974 to
encourage women and men, who were not part of any other
mission circle to become active in the mission activities. The
circle is named after Reverend H. P. Snodgrass and Sister
M. B. Parker, the circle's first president. The circle retained
the tradition of meeting in the home and serving a meal
prior to the meeting.

The circle is small and meets on the third Tuesday of
every month, at the home of one of the circle members.
Activities of the circle include leading an evening worship
service annually and participating in joint mission activities.

It welcomes any member of the church who is
prayerfully considering a circle to grow in the Words of
God.

The circle is no longer an active missionary circle of
First Missionary Baptist Church.

Disciples for Christ:

Disciples for Christ is one of the newest missionary
circles here at First Baptist. Since its inception in July
1991, it has grown larger in number and stronger in faith.
The circle typically attracts women between the ages of 25
and 40 but openly invites and welcomes all who have a
genuine desire for fellowship.
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Generally, the circle convenes on second and fourth
Friday nights at 7:00 p.m., and is blessed through prayer,
fellowship, and studying the word of God. Additionally,
members are blessed weekly through the institution of a
telephone prayer chain, where petitions are made known and
lifted in one accord. Answering the true call of missionaries,
the circle is actively involved in several community-oriented
service projects.

Adopting as a theme, "Women God Can Use", the circle
is constantly growing stronger in its effort to "... press
toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in
Christ Jesus.” The Disciple for Christ is most assuredly a
circle that's on the move for Christlli

Active during the mid-1990s, Disciples for Christ
served to attract young women to the Mission Ministry.

The circle is no longer an active Missionary Circle at
First Missionary Baptist Church.
